On Wednesday 07th January, our Year 6 pupils visited the Warning Zone in Leicester and had
a fantastic day learning how to keep themselves safe in a range of real-life situations.
Half of the day was spent exploring how to stay safe online, while the other half involved
visiting a variety of interactive zones. The children learned about the dangers of illegal drugs
and alcohol, the risks of playing on railway lines, how to escape safely in the event of a fire,
and how to recognise situations where they could be approached to deliver packages for
someone else - highlighting the potential risks of being drawn into gangs.
The children engaged brilliantly throughout the day and behaved impeccably, being a real
credit to the school. Well done to all of our Year 6 pupils!
